COMMANDER SUBMARINE GROUP NINE (CSG-9)

TOUR INFORMATION AND GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

PLEASE NOTE

General public and individual tours are not available.  Submarine tours are available to eligible groups as operational schedules permit.  Eligible groups include, but are not limited to, Department of the Navy sponsored youth groups, Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, Sea Cadets, school groups, ROTC/JROTC units, naval organizations and civic groups.

GENERAL INFORMATION

All guests must be U.S. citizens. 

The minimum age is 11 years old.  
All guests MUST show proof of citizenship:


* This can be a passport, enhanced driver’s license (must say enhanced), or birth certificate.  

Example of an enhanced driver’s license:


* The name on the birth certificate must match the name on the photo ID card.  If the name(s) has changed due to marriage, official name change, etc. then a copy of the official license/paperwork must be presented as well.  

* A MILITARY ID (Retired or Active) DOES NOT SHOW PROOF OF CITIZENSHIP.

All guests must bring a photo ID to be allowed on base:

* This can be a government issued or school issued ID.  


* IDs must be available throughout the entire visit.
* ID requirements for children under the age of 18 that don’t have a driver’s license or school issued ID are waiverable, but the child must have valid proof of U.S. citizen on him/her for the duration of the tour. 

All guests must fill out and sign the Request to Tour Waiver document prior to arrival.  

***Failure to show proof of citizenship will result in not being able to go on the tour***
***Failure to have ID will result in not being able to attend the submarine tour***
RESTRICTIONS

NO RECORDING DEVICES are permitted (cameras / video cameras / audio recorders)

NO fit bits, IWatches, Samsung watches or anything with blutooth capability

NO cell phones with cameras are permitted.

NO portable electronic devices of any kind.

NO firearms, knives or weapons of any kind are permitted. 

NO alcohol or flammable substances are permitted. 

     (Health and medical related electronic devices are allowed) 

*** Any of the above items will be confiscated and may be destroyed by military police ***  

* All guests should be able to climb up and down a 30-foot vertical ladder. 

* All guests should be in good health mentally and physically.  Those prone to claustrophobia or panic attacks should not attend submarine tours. 

* Pregnant women are not allowed onto the submarine. It presents an additional health risk. 

* Guests that are unable to walk unassisted will be unable to tour the submarine. This includes the use of canes, walkers, crutches, exc. This is for your safety. 

***The CSG9 Tour Guide has authority to deny guests submarine
 access if it appears to be too dangerous to the guest’s health. ***

DRESS CODE
MILITARY PERSONNEL: Uniform of the day (no skirts or heels) 

CIVILIANS: All must wear closed toe shoes / flats (no skirts, dresses or heels allowed). Political or offensive clothing is not permitted. 

* Failure to comply with the dress code will result in the individual not being able to attend the submarine tour.
LUNCH
Lunch is at the galley for eligible groups (Navy sponsored youth groups, Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, Sea Cadets, & ROTC/JROTC) or the Inside Out Café for non-galley eligible groups (Navy League, Submarine League, retirees, civilian groups).  

GALLEY PRICES
Cost: $5.55 each  
*Tour leader must pay for all the meals with cash, check, or card.  
Visitors not eligible to eat at the galley can enjoy lunch at the Inside Out Café which will cost approximately $6-10 per person.  Each person can order and pay for his or her own meal. 
PARKING & PICKUP INFORMATION

Parking and pickup for guests will be at the Keyport Undersea Museum parking lot. 

***Parking for tours is located at the end of the lot away from the entrance to the Museum. 
CSG-9 will provide transportation from the museum throughout the tour and return guests to the museum in the afternoon. You will be responsible for your own transportation to and from the museum.

TOUR SCHEDULE

0935 - Bus will arrive at the Keyport Undersea Museum parking lot to meet and greet guests, hand out            security badges and depart for the Trident Training Facility (TTF).

1000 - Arrive at TTF. Commence walking tour. 

1130 - TTF tour complete.  Bus departs for the Inside Out Café or walk to Galley for lunch.  

1135 - Arrive Inside Out Café or Galley.  

1230 - Board bus and depart for Delta Pier. 

1300 - Arrive Delta Pier for submarine tour.

1430 - Submarine tour complete.  Depart for Keyport.

1500 - Arrive Keyport and drop off guests.

From Edmonds and Points North

· Take the Washington State Ferry from Edmonds to Kingston 
· Go south on route 104 to its intersection with route 305 
· Turn right on route 305 to its intersection with Highway 3, then turn south on Highway 3 to route 308 
· Go east on route 308 and follow the signs to Keyport and the museum

From Kingston

· Go south on route 104 to its intersection with route 305 
· Turn right on route 305 to its intersection with Highway 3, then turn south on Highway 3 to route 308 
· Go east on route 308 and follow the signs to Keyport and the museum

From Bainbridge Island

· Take route 305 north to its intersection with Highway 3, then turn south on Highway 3 to route 308

· Turn left (east) on route 308 and follow the signs to Keyport and the museum.

From Bremerton

· Take Highway 3 north to route 308

· Turn right (east) on route 308 and follow the signs to Keyport and the museum

From Tacoma

· Take Highway 3 north to route 308

· Turn right (east) on route 308 and follow the signs to Keyport and the museum

From Seattle

· Take the Washington State Ferry from Coleman Dock in downtown Seattle to the ferry terminal at either Bainbridge Island or Bremerton.  Then follow the directions from that city to the museum 
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
